MOANA’S VOCATION 
STORY

One Monday over the summer 

while serving as a mission counselor 

at CYSC (Catholic Youth Summer 

Camp), our typical Monday 

schedule changed due to a storm 

advisory. As a result, I found myself 

watching Moana for the first time. 

The movie begins with a child 

named Moana hearing a story about 

a demigod named Maui who steals 

the heart of a demon, thus 

awakening him and causing 

darkness to spread around the world, 

and then he’s called to protect the 

world. 

As she grows up, Moana feels that 

she has the calling to be a protector, 

too, and discerns that she’s called to 

go “beyond the reef” and sail rather 

than be stuck on an island. But in the 

midst of this yearning, her father 

wants her to lead their village’s 

people as their chief. She wants to 

obey her father, but she also wants to 

follow her calling. She’s torn between 

the familiar and the adventurous. 

She then realizes that the 

supposed “rock” she has worn 

around her neck since 

she was a child is 

actually the heart of 

the demon she heard 

about from her 

grandmother, and that 

the time when the 

ocean came alive in 

front of her wasn’t 

actually a dream, but a 

real event where the 

ocean chooses her and calls her to 

sail. This event gives her the courage 

and confidence she needs, and she 

journeys beyond the reef. 

Her journey is not without difficulty, 

though. She encounters challenging 

storms and waves but stays strong as 

the ocean and her grandmother 

guide her. In the end, Moana 

becomes the protector she was 

called to be.  

Doesn’t this sound familiar?  

Just as every turn, trail, path, and 

road helped Moana discern, so too 

have many people, prayers, and 

opportunities that we’ve had lead us 

to discern the priesthood; and we 

know this—we’ve shared it this 

weekend. 

Just as Moana discerned a calling 

to sail and live a life of adventure, 

we’ve received a calling to the 

priesthood, which, as St. Pope John 

Paul II describes, “is a wonderful 

adventure.”  

Brothers, just as Moana found 

courage and confidence in her 

calling from where she’s been, so too 

do we find courage and confidence 

in our discernment from where Christ 

has led us and through 

sharing exactly that in 

our vocation stories this 

weekend.  

Christ is calling us 

upon the waters, too. I 

hope, brothers, that 

you have found 

strength, courage, and 

confidence this 

weekend from sharing 

how Jesus has led you to discern the 

priesthood. Know that as we have 

shared our vocation stories, God’s 

grace continues and will continue to 

abound in deepest waters, that His 

sovereign hand will always be our 

guide, and that He’s never failed in 

guiding us, and He won’t start now.

Solar Panels in Puerto Rico 
Just a few short weeks ago, Puerto Rico was battered by the most 
damaging hurricane that the island has ever seen. According to 
CNN and the Federal Emergency Management Agency, nearly 
three million people are still without electricity. The island has 
been receiving aid in the form of thousands of humanitarian 
volunteers, financial assistance, drinking water, and food. 
However, one of the most unique forms of aid that the island has 
received was the installation of a solar panel and battery array in 
the parking lot of the San Juan’s Children’s Hospital. The panels 
were installed by Tesla, one of the leading companies in 
sustainable energy research and development. The charitable 
move by Tesla will allow the hospital to operate at its full 
potential, whereas before the donation, the hospital only had 25%
